The U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) requires the use of markers to indicate the approximate 
location of pipelines. Markers like these are located at road, railroad and navigable waterway 



Five Steps to a Safe Dig/Excavation
1.  Survey and Mark



3.  Wait the Time Required
•  �Two* working days’ notice allows pipeline operators 

time to review facility records and respond to your 
contractor. The pipeline operator will provide you 
information about the location of our pipelines with 
yellow markings or advice on clearance.

4.  Respect the Marks
•  �Maintain the pipeline marks throughout the duration 





Call Before You Dig

State and federally regulated pipeline companies maintain Damage Prevention Programs. The 
purpose of this program is to prevent damage to our pipelines and facilities from excavation 
activities, such as digging, trenching, blasting, boring, tunneling, back�lling or by any other 
digging activity.
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
